 Present Population and Age Structure of Barrhill from the 2001 Census data

The most recent census data is that of 2001 which  is available for small areas- referred to as output areas. In sparsely populated regions such as ours, each output area includes several post codes and the area boundary is defined by the boundaries of those postcodes. For Barrhill, there are four output areas, one of which includes some of Pinwherry.

60RE000056 output area (1)

North part of the village from Crosswater including Gowlands, Ferngate cottage and all households up to Chimorie

60RE000054 output area (2)

From Scaurhead and the Kildonan north on the A714 but also includes Ferter, Shalloch Well, White Clauchrie and Black Clauchrie. Some  properties in this output area are part of Pinwherry district.

60RE000698 output area (3)

South part of village from Crosswater including Wallace Terrace and to the start of the B7027

60RE000055 output area (4)

From Blair Farm south on the A714 to Arnimean at the county boundary and from Willarch House south on the B7027 to Barjarg Farm. 

In output area (2) there are 53 addresses,  31 of which are Barrhill district post codes and 22 Pinwherry. (Royal Mail web site for address and post codes). The population allocated to Barrhill for this area is taken to be proportional to the number of dwellings so that 31/53 (58.5%) of 118 which is 69, are Barrhill residents.

The total population of Barrhill, from the 2001 census, is calculated to be 385 people.

Age distribution (age structure) is an important tool to gain an indication of the priorities for social need because much need is age dependant, in particular, care for children or the elderly. Service  requirements of our community for schools, entertainment, sport,  retail provision and employment are also age dependant.

When compared with South Ayrshire, the north part of the village has proportionately more 45-59 but fewer 60-74. The the south part of the village in particular has a high proportion of pensioners and people 75+.














Barrhill has a much higher proportion of 45-59 year olds than Scotland or South Ayrshire and fewer in all other age bands. This is due largely to the very high number in this age group who reside in area(4) south of the village; 51 out of 119 residents in this area were 45-59.

Taking the broad age-bands of the Scottish Neighbourhood statistics, the age distribution for Barrhill/ Colmonell  indicates a lower proportion of children and higher proportion of pensioners than the national averages. The distribution for narrow age bands in the smaller output areas,  indicates that the situation is not stable and a further increase in pensioners is likely to occur in the future. 

 At present, both Barr and Balantrae have an even greater proportion of pensioners than Barrhill. 

Population age distribution

Improvements to medical care and lifestyle, and the resultant increase in life expectancy will bring about an  increase to the number of elderly people (75+) in most of society. This is discussed in..... and has probable consequences such as increases in the cost of care.

A characteristic of our population in the Barrhill datazone ( including Colmonel and Lendalfoot )and also in the Ballantrae and Barr data zones is the high proportion of mature residents i.e. over 40.
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
