10. Correspondence:

Information has been received from Cathy Jamieson regarding the promotion of “Micro-Renewables” and this will appear on the notice board.

No maintenance has been carried out on the path to the railway this year. DB to raise this and look at other areas with Edward McCulloch, (SAC Roads Department).

There is a Rural Communities meeting to be held on 28th September and invitations are sought to raise the matter of the poor condition of the area’s roads.

11. Police:
