Windfarms:


General: It has been confirmed that a pre-scoping exercise is being carried out in Arnsheen Forest.


Copies of a scoping document for a possible development at Lambdoughty were circulated for information.


Funding: DB, FC and DH had attended a meeting at Burns House with Nick Larkin and Bob Baillie.  In summary, there are some big sums of money involved although the power companies are not compelled to give community funding.  Barrhill CC needs to set the ball rolling on setting up a suitable company, with charitable status, in order to handle this funding in due course.  A meeting for CC members is to be organised with  Bob Baillie present.
