Barrhill Community profile - Education 

Within the Scottish Index of multiple deprivation, the Barrhill/ Colmonell datazone has an index of 4 for Education, skills and training which is below national average- (1 is most deprived, 10 is least deprived). This trend is also reflected, to some extent, in the data for the 4  output areas that make up Barrhill.

In some areas, there is a large percentage of people with no qualifications and few who have a high level of qualification.  Other areas are similar to the national averages.

This raises two principal questions- why and what is the consequence?

Why?

Possibly high proportion of out migration of the qualified seeking better job opportunities. Lack of opportunities deter qualified in-migrants. Possible tendency for elderly to be low qualified and so average distorted in areas where there is a large proportion of elderly.

Consequences?

Low flexibility of career ? Only low quality jobs? 

These data could be useful to gain funding where access to training/ education was the objective.
