Taking South Ayrshire as a whole, the demands for either new housing or affordable housing, will both be considerably greater than the supply. The  allocation of land up to 2013, will be sufficient for 2000 new homes of which 220 are expected to be provided by Housing Associations. This falls far short of the demand in 2007 when there were 3500 households on the waiting  list for social renting. Source : C. Doyle August 2007

Within Barrhill,  the type of housing  available has frequently been taken for use other than continuous occupation, such as second homes and holiday lets. The demand for affordable housing, suitable for young residents wishing to have a home of their own, or for younger people wishing to move in,  needs to be established.  

Clearly, future demand for housing in Barrhill will be influenced by the cost of travel and ease of access to services and  employment. As the cost for fuel escalates,  access will become a critical issue for those wishing to be permanent residents.

 Housing is likely to go more often to people who are less concerned about  an increasing cost of access, such as those who are financially independent/ early retired.
